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PER CURIAM.



The petition is granted and James Patrick Bonifay, n/k/a, Nabiyl Taqqi Ya’Qub
Musaaleh, is hereby afforded a belated appeal of the resentencing order in Escambia

County case number 1991-CF-000606. See State v. Trowell, 739 So. 2d 77 (Fla.

mandate in this cause, a copy of the opinion will be provided to the clerk of the circuit
court who shall treat it as a notice of appeal.
