review of the record and relevant law and jurisprudence we find that the district courts

reasons for judgment as set forth in the commissionersrecommendation adequately

explain the decision Because the district court had no subject matter jurisdiction this

court has no appellate jurisdiction and is required to dismiss the appeal without

reaching the merits of the case See Metro Riverboat Associates Inc v Louisiana

Gaming Control Bd 01 0185 La 101601 797 So2d 656 663 see also LSACCP

art 2162 Therefore we dismiss the appeal in accordance with URCA Rule 2
