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This underlying basis of this appeal is a challenge to the validity and

constitutionality of LSARS 155715 Specifcally the appellant challenges the

authority of the Department of Public Safety and Corrections to requiare good time

parole supervision after an early release demanding the release without

supervision on the grounds that the statute violates due process double jeopardy

and contract law The jurisprudence is clear and has consistently upheld thc

rejecting substantive due process and equal protection challenges to LSAFS
